v Apply to multiple colleges and make your final decision later.

FINANCIAL AID

v' FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid). All students intending to go to college
should submit the application beginning October 1. Michigan has an application deadline of
March 1. Apply as soon as possible at fafsa.ed.gov. Even though the state deadline has
passed, you can still fill out the FAFSA.
